What is the New affiliation between Laconia Clinic and LRGH?

The Laconia Clinic and Lakes Region General Hospital are pleased to announce that they have decided to join together to better serve the healthcare needs of the Lakes Region community. As of October 1, 2004, the Laconia Clinic will operate as a department of Lakes Region General Hospital. The Hospital is not purchasing the Clinic, but will exclusively lease the Clinic’s physician services, facility, and staff.

What does this mean for Clinic Patients?

The day-to-day operations of the Clinic remain largely unchanged. Clinic patients will continue to see their providers at the Laconia Clinic, and all patients will now have access to a discount of up to 20 percent on their healthcare costs, including co-pays, through the Patient Advantage Program.
